To vote at the Election Commission
Office on Election Day, such voters must give written notice
to: The Election Commission, 350 Pageant Lane, Suite 404,
Clarksville, TN 37040, of their intention to do so no later
than February 20, 2016.

NEW STATE LAW

now required to vote, unless an exception applies. College
student IDs will not be accepted.
