Inaccessible Polling Place: Any elderly voter or voter
with a disability that deems their polling location as
inaccessible has the right to vote early or at the Election
Commission Office on Election Day. To vote at the
Election Commission Office on Election Day, such voters
must complete an affidavit at the Election Commission
Office, no later than February 25, 2019.

State ID Law: Federal or Tennessee state
government issued photo ID is now required to vote,
unless an exception applies. College student IDs will
not be accepted.
